Guidelines for the 2024-2025 First Holy Communion Program
® Children generally celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation and
the Sacrament of Eucharist for the first time in Second grade.

B Any baptized Catholic child who has reached the age of reason (7
years of age and attended Faith Formation Classes in the first grade
at Our Lady of Lebanon Church and is now in the second grade, or
has attended first grade religious education in another Catholic
Church or school, (a letter from the pastor or the Director of
Religious education is required) is eligible to receive the Sacrament
of the Holy Eucharist, referred to as First Communion.

® Children need to be enrolled and participating in the Maronite
Catholic Formation (MCF) program for 2 years immediately prior
to reception of the Sacrament. First grade would be considered
Year 1 and Second grade would be considered Year 2.

Family Preparation

Our Lady of Lebanon Sacramental Preparation for First Communion
requires the child attending the weekly classes as well as the parents
working with the child at home to complete lessons focusing on each
sacrament.

New Saints in the Maronite Church
On May 23, 2024, His Holiness Pope Francis approved the
canonization of the Blessed Massabki brothers (Francis, Abdel Mooti,
& Raffaele) who were killed for their faith in Damascus, Syria, in
1860. The date of the canonization ceremony has not yet been set.
